Celebrating the centennial of the completion and dedication of Vista House, May 1918-2018,
Crown Point, once known as “Thor's Heights,” is part of the Historic Columbia River Highway
on the State of Oregon side of the Corge. Because there were no “Comfort Stations,”
on the highway the idea for the Vista House was born. Work began in September 1917.
The land was donated to the City of Portland by Portland timber barron, Simon Benson.
The famed highway was conceived by entreprencur Sam Hill, a President of the “Good Roads Association.”
the highway and interior of Vista House was desiged by engincer, Samuel Lancaster.
“Vista House Association” was formed to raise funds. Henry Pittock, newspaper man, was named President.
The Vista House plans were drawn by famed architect, Edgar M. Lazarus;
the interior marble work was done by marble cutter Frank Ackerman;
and most of the stone work for the highway and House was done be Italian stone masons.
The total cost upon completion was $99, 148.05, about gix times the original estimated cost.
Vista House was added to National Historic Register in 1974.
